Affiliate Program Reports of Human Rights Activity: 

Bacon Street

Mr. Coleman identified himself as the LHRC Provider Liaison, and presented the3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014. There were no other changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements.
Better Life of Virginia

Mr. Aigbe identified himself as the LHRC Provider Liaison and presented the3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014. There were no changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements. 
Campbell House

Ms. Campbell identified herself as the LHRC Provider Liaison and presented the 3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014. There were no further changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements.    
East End Academy Intensive Outpatient/Day Treatment Program

Ms. Eley identified herself as the LHRC Provider Liaison and presented the 3rd  Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014. She reported that the program received an allegation of abuse or neglect that will be presented in closed session to the LHRC today.  (See Open Meeting Reconvened in which the committee reported out no recommendations.) There were no further changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements.
Eastern State Hospital

Mr. Roberts identified himself as the LHRC Provider Liaison for ESH and presented the 3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014.  For the quarter, he reported receiving Abuse and Neglect Allegations that will be reviewed in special session with the LHRC. The program will continue to report quarterly to the LHRC on the research project approved by this LHRC last quarter. Senior Behavioral Health Services

United and Empowered Care

Williamsburg Place-The Pavilion
Ms. Cranford identified herself as the LHRC Provider Liaison and presented the 3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014. She reported 2 Complaint Cases to be reviewed in Closed Session.  (See:  Open Meeting Reconvened, in which the subcommittee reported out no recommendations)  She identified no changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements.  
Williamsburg Place-The Farley Center
Ms. Cranford identified herself as the LHRC Provider Liaison and presented the3rd Quarter Report of Human Rights Activity for 2014.  She identified no changes regarding the additional reporting and review requirements.  
Discussion Items: 
Request for Affiliation / Review and Approval of Policies:  
Morning Star Residential Services, LLC:  On the motion by Ms. Schlickenmeyer, seconded by Mr. Bellmore, the committee members unanimously approved the policies of the program, and the program’s request for affiliation.
OHR Advocate’s Report and Training: 
Mr. Jones notified the affiliate programs to ensure that their quarterly and annual reports are mailed to the committee members two weeks in advance of the quarterly meetings.  Mr. Jones explained the process and procedure of adding a New Service and New Site:

New Service:  If a provider is adding a new service, that they are not currently licensed for, they need to complete the following:

1. Complete the Human Rights Verification Form and submit to the State Human Rights Director, Deb Lochart along with the Human Rights policies, behavioral management, and program rules.  

2. Upon receipt of approval letter from Ms. Lochart you need to send the letter to OHR and the LHRC boards members, along with program policies, behavioral management, and program rules.  This information needs to be mailed to the above said recipients 2 weeks prior to the next LHRC meeting. 

3. The new service will need to be added to the next LHRC agenda; brief and request affiliation. 

New Site:  If a provider is adding a new site, they need to complete the following:

1. Mail a letter to the LHRC board members and OHR stating that you are opening a new location within the region (provide new address).  Also state within the letter, that your agency will be utilizing the same policies and procedures that are in place and previously approved by the LHRC.

2.  Submit the same letter to your licensing specialist.

3. State the new site(s) at the next LHRC meeting during Standing Reports.  The new site(s) will be placed into the official minutes. 

Mr. Jones stated to all the providers should review and print the LHRC minutes, especially if a provider presented during the meeting.  Unfortunately all prior LHRC minutes were lost when the DBHDS website was revamped. 

Closed Meeting:  At 10:00 am the committee members approved by unanimous affirmative vote a motion by Ms. Bellmore, seconded by Ms. Clemons, to convene in closed session per Virginia Code 2.2-3711 (A)(4): For the Protection of the Privacy of Individuals in Personal Matters not related to public business, namely for the purpose of reviewing complaints under Assurance of Rights, Services, and Abuse and Neglect pursuant to the regulations at Eastern State Hospital, East End Academy, United and Empowered Care, and The Pavilion.
Open Meeting Reconvened:  The sub-committee reconvened in open meeting at 11:17 am by unanimous vote on a motion by Ms. Schlickenmeyer, seconded by Ms. Bellmore, each member certifying that, to the best of each member’s knowledge, only private business matters, lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and identified in the motion by which the closed meeting was convened, were considered in the closed meeting.

East End Academy:  No recommendations on cases discussed today.
