05/20/15 MINUTES
The meeting was called to order by Ms. Stamps, Chairperson @ 9:20 am. The motion was moved and seconded to accept the agenda.
Public Comment –none
ADVOCATE: Simona Haqq, Human Rights Advocate Sr., Region V

Office of Human Rights, DBHDS

Advocate’s Report: Ms. Haqq introduced Mr. Jason Bathrust, who is the newest member on the Board of Human Rights. He shared greetings to all and prefers to be called Jason rather than Rodney.  His contact information was provided (see Clerical Support). 

Ms. Haqq reviewed the procedure for adding a new location or new service. Ms. Haqq informed the provider affiliates that there is a memo on the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services website that explains the process in detail of adding a new service and/or location.

Ms. Haqq reminded all that electronic reports can no longer be accepted via email.  Also, if entering Chris allegations, have a back up (alternate) person to enter Abuse, Neglect or Complaints within 24 hours when the designated person is out of the office (or on vacation).  If the alternate person does not have access to CHRIS, please send allegations in written form to the Office of Human Rights’ 24 hour confidential fax machine.  Additionally, Ms. Haqq reviewed the CHRIS reports; discussed the types of incidents; Neglect peer to peer, Neglect non peer to peer, Physical Abuse, Verbal Abuse, Sexual Abuse, etc.
The Office of Human Rights is doing random site visits. They look to make sure there is enough food in the residence; working fire extinguishers; policies & procedures are up to date; working smoke detectors. 
It was realized that the agenda needed to be amended. Ms.  Pearlie made a motion to amend the agenda to add Estelle and accept the agenda with the additions. It was seconded by Ms.Fuentes and approved by the Board. 

The November 2014 minutes could not be approved at the March 10, 2015  meeting due to lack of a quorum. The minutes were approved with the recommended changes. The motion was made by Ms. Batts and seconded by Ms Pearlie Carrington.  The minutes from March 10, 2015 were read and approved with the corrections.
The motion was made by Ms. Batts & seconded by Ms. Carrington and approved by the board.

Old Business: 
Agape Care, LLC’s Rules of Conduct; Behavioral Management plans were approved but revisions were not sent to the Office of Human Rights; therefore, the Rules of Conduct and Behavioral Management plans cannot be used for operating the business until sent to the office of Human Rights. Changes noted to be made in the Program Rules were for visitation, unaccompanied of minors.   Suggestions were recommended to address the wording of unaccompanied guest in the home.  It was recommended that the language be changed in Program Rule #26.  A motion for Agapes Care, LLC’s Rules of Conduct be accepted for the language change and be forwarded to the Human Rights in two weeks by Rodney Bathurst by June 3rd along with the behavioral  changes.
