Call to Order: Ms. Kathy Powell called the committee meeting of the MPNN LHRC to order at  
                         2:02 p.m.

Overview of LHRC: Ms. Haqq provided an overview of the role and function of the LHRC for the benefit of the applicants. 

Public Comments: None 

Executive Session:
On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Mr. Gerster, the MPNN LHRC voted to go into closed session at 2:05 p.m. pursuant to VA Code 2.2-3711 (A) 4, for the protection of the privacy of individuals in personal matters not related to public business, namely to conduct an interviews for membership on the MPNN LHRC and to conduct deliberations regarding TF versus The Brambles hearing. 

Upon completion of the interviews, each applicant left and the committee took a break at 3:16 p.m. It should be noted that Ms. Campbell, LHRC Chair and Mr. Prost, Advocate joined the Executive Session at 3:26 p.m. for the deliberation of the case of TF versus The Brambles. Please note that Mr. Gerster did not participate in the deliberation discussion or vote since he did not participate in the hearing on January 27, 2015.  Executive Session resumed at 3:27 p.m.

Dr. Cairns moved that the Committee return to open session at 3:45 p.m.  Mr. Gerster seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  Upon reconvening in open session each member of the Committee certified to the best of their knowledge, only private business matters lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and only private business matters identified in the above referenced motion to convene the executive session were discussed.  

On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Mr. Gerster, the MPNN LHRC recommends to the State Human Rights Committee, the appointment of Mr. Omentus A. N. Korlison for membership on the MPNN LHRC.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Mr. Gerster, the MPNN LHRC did not recommend to the State Human Rights Committee, the appointment of Ms. Dierde Lund for membership on the MPNN LHRC due to two applicants and one vacancy to fill on the commitee.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Ms. Campbell, the MPNN LHRC accepted The Brambles revised plan of correction submitted in response to the LHRC’s findings of facts and recommendations involving the hearing on January 27, 2015.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:50 p.m.
