MIDDLE PENINSULA -NORTHERN NECK
LOCAL HUMAN RIGHTS COMMITTEE
MINUTES OF JANUARY 26, 2015


Ms. Wyatt called the regular meeting of the Middle Peninsula-Northern Neck Local Human Rights Committee to order at 1:03 p.m. on January 26, 2015 at the Boys and Girls Club, located in Hayes, Virginia.  Board Members in attendance were:  Robin Wyatt, Kathy Powell, and Donna Cairns.  Agency representatives included:  Kenny Mickens - Adjust to Life Behavioral Services, Ashley Key and Travis Alley – Brothers’ Keeper, Hakima Muhammad – Eastern Virginia Adult Care, Kevin Paluszak – Heart Havens, Joanne Brown and Chuck Walsh –Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, Anne Allen – New Day Counseling, Bill Williams – Pathways Counseling Services, Phylesha Pollard, Sabrina Figueroa, Patrizia Nesbitt, Stephanie Nesbitt, and April Hogge - SOLA, Inc., Rick Briggs and Kim Turner – The Brambles, Angela Newman, Sharon Stroble, and Pam Golas – Wall Residences.  Also in attendance were Reginald Daye, Timothy Jones, and Simona Haqq from the Office of Human Rights, and Gail Slaughter, Administrative Support.

Approval of Agenda – Ms. Powell moved approval of the agenda as presented.  Dr. Cairns seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Minutes – Dr. Cairns moved approval of the October 27, 2014 minutes.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Public Comment – There was no public comment.

Program Presentation – Wall Residences – Ms. Golas presented a power point presentation on the services provided by Wall Residences.  She explained that they match individuals with appropriate families.

Ms. Wyatt noted that Heart Havens would be hosting the April meeting.

New Business – Ms. Nesbitt notified the Committee of two additional homes for SOLA.  The “Joy” home is located at 3054 Hickory Fork Road, Gloucester, Virginia 23061.  The “Pride” home is located at 3076 Hickory Fork Road, Gloucester, Virginia 23061.  She explained that previously approved policies will be followed.

Event Report Statistics

Bridges of RGH – Bridges was not in attendance.
 
Heart Havens – Mr. Paluszak presented the quarterly and annual reports for Heart Havens.  He noted that Heart Havens had received its triennial license.  He said that they had received citations in five areas during the licensing process.  Corrections were made for all the citations.

Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board – Ms. Brown presented the quarterly and annual reports for the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board.  There were 2,817 individuals served this quarter.  There were 9,608 individuals served for the year.  Licensing reviewed MH Outpatient, SA Intensive Outpatient, Crisis Intervention and Crisis Stabilization records on November 5, 2014.  No citations requiring corrective action were received however, some recommendations were made.  Licensing reviewed a congregate residential group home on December 18, 2014.  A final report has not been received.

SOLA, Inc. – Ms. Hogge presented the quarterly and annual reports for SOLA, Inc.  There were 25 individuals served this quarter and 27 served for the year.

The Brambles – Committee members had not received their quarterly or annual reports.  Ms. Haqq asked Ms. Turner to give a verbal report today, and to fax the reports to her. 

Wall Residences -  Ms. Newman presented the quarterly and annual reports for Wall Residences.  

Brothers’ Keeper – Mr. Alley presented the quarterly and annual reports for Brothers’ Keeper.  There were 20 individuals served this quarter and 30 served for the year.

New Day Counseling – Ms. Allen presented the quarterly and annual reports for New Day Counseling.  Committee members had not received the annual report.    Ms. Allen stated that it had been mailed.  Ms. Haqq asked that Ms. Allen fax the annual report to her.

Empowering Youth for Positive Change – There was no one in attendance.  Committee members had not received their reports.

Pathways Counseling Services – Mr. Williams presented the quarterly and annual reports for Pathways Counseling Services.  There were 11 individuals served this quarter, and 15 served for the year.  He noted that at the next meeting, he would be presenting an amendment to their electronic health records policies.  He also said that next meeting he will be reporting on their annual report, which was received in January.

Adjust to Life Behavioral Services – Mr. Mickens presented the quarterly and annual reports for Adjust to Life Behavioral Services.  There were 8 individuals served this quarter, and 19 served for the year.

Eastern Virginia Adult Care – Ms. Muhammad will fax Ms. Haqq their reports, as they had not been sent.  There were 33 individuals served this quarter, and 38 served for the year.  Ms. Muhammad noted that they had been audited in December, but a report had not been received.

Middle Peninsula Adult Care – There was no one in attendance.  Committee members had not received their reports.

Old Business

There was no old business.  Dragon Flyte Enterprises was not in attendance.

Advocates Report 

Ms. Haqq explained that she is now the technical advisor for this Committee.  She and Mr. Jones are located in the same office.  They have the same mailing address and fax number.
Ms. Haqq asked that providers  complete and sign a new cooperative agreement any time they have new staff members that will be attending the Committee meetings.

Effective December 31st, there is a member vacancy on this Committee.  Ms. Haqq asked providers to indicate in their reports their efforts to recruit a new member.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Haqq noted that providers are doing a great job with using the most current reporting forms.  If anyone is not sure which forms they should be using, they can contact her.

Ms. Haqq reminded everyone that they need to submit their annual Seclusion and Restraint report to Central Office if they have not done so.  It was due January 15th.

Ms. Haqq said that she and the Committee members must receive reports from the providers at least two weeks prior to the meeting.  She will no longer accept faxed reports.  She gave the following deadlines:

Mr. Daye said that providers will be held accountable for getting their reports to the Office of Human Rights and the Committee members two weeks prior to the meeting.  He also asked that new people attending meetings read the cooperative agreement and complete two copies – one for the Chair of the Committee to sign and give to his office, and one signed copy for the provider to keep.

Executive Session

On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Ms. Powell, the LHRC voted to go into Executive Session pursuant to VA Code 2.2-3711 (A) 4, for the protection of the privacy of individuals in personal matters not related to public business, namely for the purpose of hearing from the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, SOLA, Inc., The Brambles, and Wall Residences for the review of patient information pursuant to the regulations.

Ms. Powell moved that the Committee return to open session.  Dr. Cairns seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  Each member of the Committee certified to the best of their knowledge, only private business matters lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and only private business matters identified in the motion to convene the executive session were discussed in executive session.

Adjourn – There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
