     Mr. Daye reminded all members that reports must be submitted 2 weeks prior to meeting. Please
     use the correct forms, which were e-mailed to all affiliates by the previous support secretary. 
     The LHRC will not accept late reports or those that are not on the correct forms. Mr. Daye has been    
     announcing this requirement for all most a year. If you are unable to access CHRIS, it is important that you 
     contact the DELTA HELP-DESK for assistance. If you are unable to access the system, you may fax any 
     abuse or complaint allegations to his office within the regulatory time frame. Be sure to explain why you 
     are not using the CHRIS data base for reporting .Mr. Daye informed us that he does not have any clerical 
    support at the present time. Please do not fax him any quarterly reports, instead mail them to his office at 
    the same time that you mail the LHRC members their copies. (2 weeks prior to the meeting)

     Mr. Daye informed the affiliates that this LHRC voted to have the affiliates attend each quarterly meeting.      
     Mr. Daye announced that LHRC member Ms. Yvonne Green has resigned from the LHRC due to health    
     related issues. 
     Mr. Daye went over the new procedure for adding a new service to your agency’s LHRC affiliation. This 
     new process only applies to expansion within the same region.     
    The program can now follow the same LHRC affiliation process that is in place for adding to an 
    already licensed service. Mr. Daye is also requesting that the provider submit the Human Rights 
    Verification Form and human rights policies and procedures, rules of conduct and behavioral management  
    policies to his office along with a copy of the cover letter to the members of the LHRC denoting the 
    addition of the new service to their affiliation. Please note that you will need to go through the licensing 
    process to add the new service. This only addresses the LHRC affiliation. A copy of the aforementioned 
    process is on the DBHDS website.
