Remarks from the Office of Human Rights
Mr. Daye reminded providers to mail all reports to committee membership two weeks prior to the meeting for proper review.  Additional agenda items require the same two week notice. Reports submitted the day of the meeting will no longer be accepted.
Licensed providers should have access to the CHRIS and DELTA systems. Newly licensed facilities have to contact the DELTA help desk to get a logon assignment. No one is exempt. Do not email reports, this is a HIPAA violation of privacy. Ensure peer to peer altercations are reported to rule out staff negligence. CHRIS summary reports need to be attached. Policy changes need to be reported as well. Medication errors are also reportable. Any restraint use without policy is reportable. Abuse investigation is now under the office of Human Rights. With the next meeting in January 2015 a 4th quarter and an annual report are due for 2014. The annual seclusion and restraint report is also due by January 15, 2015, to be sent to DBHDS, Richmond, to M. Greenfield.
