I. Welcome/Call to Order/Introductions: 

Amanda Simons, Chair of the Metro Richmond LHRC called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 

Introductions of all LHRC members present and Mr. Lucas took place prior to the call to order.  

Amanda Simons announced that the LHRC was holding a special meeting at 5pm this evening in 

order to hear a presentation on the START Program and to consider the request for affiliation of the 

new services with the Metro Richmond LHRC under RBHA’s Affiliation.  

 

II. Presentation:  

Ron Lucas, Director of START gave an informative overview of the National Program and Regional 

initiative stating that the General Assemble had provided monies for five Regional Programs to be 

developed across Virginia.   

 

“START is a national initiative that strengthens efficiencies and person centered service 

outcomes for individuals with an intellectual or developmental disability, and co-occurring 

behavioral health needs in the community. 

This presentation has been developed in collaboration with the Center for START Services, a 

program of the Institute on Disability/UCED at the University Of New Hampshire.

START, founded by Dr. Joan Beasley, has been providing service supports, clinical, 

emergency and respite services since 1989. 

In the summer of 2011, DBHDS contracted with Dr. Beasley to develop Virginia START” 

 

 Each region has adapted the basic START model to meet the needs of its individuals 18+ with 

ID or DD  

 It’s all about the Assessments 

 START emphasizes crisis PREVENTION through early identification of individuals at high risk, 

involvement in development of crisis response plans, training and technical assistance. 

 When fully operational, all START programs will be able to respond by phone 24/7 and face to 

face within 3 hours whenever possible

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 Presently the Region IV Richmond Program is providing Consultation services and identifying 

individuals in the Region who may be served.  A home has been purchased on Forest Hill Avenue 

that will provide Therapeutic Respite services for up to six adults (three Beds identified for Crisis 

admissions and three Beds will allow for planned respite services.  This service is on target for 

opening in early 2013.
