• Geriatric facility with 100 beds 

There has been a huge influx of providers in this region with 
200+ applications in the last couple of months for Outpatient 
Services. 
Licensing and credentialing has changed.  Standards and 
reimbursement rates will change as well.   
Request for continued temporary 90-day affiliation for the 
restoration project for additional 10 beds as well as permanent 
affiliation expansion to 20 beds for the Child/Adolescent unit. 
An explanation of the restoration project was provided to the 
new member.  There has been no decision on how many patients 
will be accepted.  Reimbursement is being discussed.
