Ms. Crocker, Chairperson, opened the meeting at 9:15 am. 
The minutes of the February 24, 2006 meeting were read, corrections made.  The same minutes 
were moved and accepted as read with corrections. 
 
Mr. Daye announced that the Human Rights Conference will be held in Richmond, at the Kroger 
South Center Holiday Inn on September 7th and 8th 2006. 325 slots are available. Slots will be 
available to LHRC members first, then to program liaisons. Treasury funds are to cover the costs of 
the conference for members along with related expenses. The treasurer is advised to ensure 
adequate funds are available to cover said expenses. 
 
It was announced that Mr. Norman would not continue with the Committee after his term expires on 
June 30th.  This will leave three vacancies on the committee. The committee needs a health care 
professional and a consumer (not affiliated with any of the LHRC programs) who has received 
services in the past five years. The third vacancy can be filled by anyone who qualifies. Two 
candidates may be interviewed by the committee today. Since current member’s terms end on June 
30th, the committee may need to have a call meeting to interview perspective candidates. The State 
Human Rights Committee must approve candidates.

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Committee met and motioned to recommend to SHRC the appointment of Janell Harper-Youngblood 
to PRLHRC. 
Committee motioned to go into closed session pursuant to VA. Code 2.2-3711A for purpose of 
discussing serious incidents with Blue Ridge Services, Dominion Services and Phoenix Aspiration. 
Committee motioned to come out of closed session.  Upon reconvening in open session, Committee 
certified that the only discussion was r/t serious incidents with Blue Ridge, Dominion and Phoenix 
Aspiration. 
 
Committee recommendations: 
Blue Ridge: 1.  H.G. sponsor, be given written notice of her termination. Done 3/31/06 by Mr. Gilman; 
a copy to be forwarded to Mr. Daye by Mr. Gilman. 2. R.B. consumer, to be made aware that they 
have the right of appeal and to discuss procedures for similar events in the future. Mr.Gilman did this, 
and the appeals statement will be forwarded to Mr. Daye by Mr. Gilman. 3. Program will also be 
proactive in discussing procedures for similar events with all of its sponsors and consumers.
