Dr. Michael Marsh, Chairperson, opened the administrative session of the State
Human Rights Committee.



Margaret Walsh, State Human Rights Director, presented the draft SHRC Annual
Report. Committee members made suggestions and corrections to the document. Ms.
Walsh will add a statement regarding the low number of appeals heard last year
because the system has been very responsive to consumers’ concerns and many
complaints were resolved on the local level. The report will be presented during the
August State MHMRSAS Board meeting in Blacksburg.

Ms. Walsh will ask Commissioner Reinhard to write an article on recovery and
rights for the next issue of Human Writes.

A motion was made and passed to go into closed session pursuant to
Virginia Code 82.2-3711 for the purpose of considering recommendations for
appointment to the State Human Rights Committee.

Upon reconvening in open session, the SHRC certified that to the best of each
member’s knowledge, only public business matters lawfully exempt from statutory open
meeting requirements, and only public business matters identified in the motion to
convene the closed session were discussed in closed session.

Charles T. Collins, Regional Human Rights Advocate, Region I, spoke about the
responsibilities of the Regional Advocates and praised Deborah Lochart for her hard
work and dedication to consumers of the DMHMRSAS system. Ms. Lochart was
recently promoted from her position as Facility Advocate at Northern Virginia Training
Center to Regional Advocate for Northern Virginia.

Deborah Lochart talked to the SHRC about the activities of a group of Local
Human Rights Committee members who came together as representatives of various
LHRCs in Northern Virginia. The group was formed in order to share ideas among
LHRCs regarding good practices for running meetings and fulfilling the myriad
responsibilities of LHRCs. Ms. Lochart reported that they feel they are being supported
by the SHRC in coming together and the energy of the group is wonderful. All but one
Northern Virginia LHRC have been represented in their meetings. Members of the
group feel strongly that the meetings have helped individual LHRCs in the running of
their meetings. They are in the process of creating a name for the group.

Ron Branscome, Executive Director of Rappahannock Area CSB, gave a
description of the services provided by The Stafford Clinic and the population served.
