Collaborative Practice Elements


Collaborative practice can be defined as the use of 10 system linkage elements by two or more systems, agencies, or providers to improve child and family outcomes (Children and Family Futures, 2011). 

The 10 elements of system linkages are: 

1) Underlying values and principles of collaboration

2) Screening and assessment 

3) Engagement and retention in care

4) Services to children of parents with substance use disorders 

5) Joint accountability and shared outcomes

6) Information and data systems

7) Budgeting and program sustainability

 8) Training and staff development

 9) Working with related agencies

10) Working with the community and supporting families.
