Virginia’s Goals for In-Depth Technical Assistance (IDTA) / National Center for Substance Abuse and Child Welfare

GOAL #1: State agencies will adopt a shared vision and coordinated systems approach that includes outreach, referral, medical care, behavioral health and child welfare treatment services.
Benchmarks:
· Agencies will develop and articulate a shared vision and goals
· Agencies will identify a collaborative project to address common goals. 

GOAL #2: Virginia will evaluate the implementation and effectiveness of state laws that address perinatal substance use, and identify needed updates and changes as well as strategies to improve their implementation.  
Benchmarks:
· Increase the number of women referred by medical providers to the CSBs for SUD treatment - either prior to or during pregnancy.
· Increase the number of postpartum substance using women identified by hospitals at the time of delivery who are referred to a CSB for treatment. 

GOAL #3: Virginia will develop a system of care that ensures that all women of child bearing age receive screening, brief intervention and referral to treatment services for behavioral health risks. 
Benchmarks
· Increase the number of women referred to a CSB for SA services
· Increase the number of policies and/or procedures between CSBs, LDSS, hospitals and HV programs intended to facilitate and support referrals to treatment.
